Manual scoring

Competitors will need to bring their own head
guard, gum shield, body protector, forearm guards,
gloves, groin guard and shin guards. All must be
\X/TF or British Taekwondo approved.

Electronic head & body scoring

Competitors will need the same protective gear as
Manual scoring, with the exception of the body
protector and head guard which will be provided by
the tournament organisation. Competitors will also
require DaeDo electronic sensor socks.
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
